BEING A BY-LAW TO AMEND BY-LAW 6131/97/14, BEING A BY-LAW 
TO IMPOSE DEVELOPMENT CHARGES FOR THE CITY OF 

PORT COLBORNE, AND TO REPEAL BY-LAWS 6182/08/15 AND 6405/85/16 

WHEREAS the Development Charges Act, 1997, S. 0. c. 27 ("the Act") provides 
that the council of a municipality may pass by-laws for the imposition of development 
charges against land to pay for increased capital costs required as a result of servicing 
arising from development; 

AND WHEREAS the Act provides that the council of a municipality may amend a 
by-law imposing development charges; 

AND WHEREAS a Development Charges Background Study was completed and 
approved in 2014 relating to the establishment of Development Charges for the City of 
Port Colborne, pursuant to the Act; 

AND WHEREAS at its meeting of September 8, 2014, the Council of The 
Corporation of the City of Port Col borne ("Council") enacted By-law 6131 /97/14, Being a 
By-law to Impose Development Charges for the City of Port Colborne; 

AND WHEREAS By-law 6131/97/14 was subsequently amended by By-law 
6182/08/15 and By-law 6405/85/16 In order to waive the City's Development Charges 
for Residential and Non-Residential Development for a period of one year, respectively; 

AND WHEREAS the Council of the City of Port Colborne has given notice of and 
held a public meeting on July 24, 2017 regarding its intention to pass a by-law, pursuant 
the Act and the regulations thereto; 

AND WHEREAS at its meeting of August 14, 2017 Council approved the 
recommendation of Planning and Development Report No. 2017-129, Subject: 
Recommendation Report - Amendment to Development Charge By-law 6131 /97 /14, 
One Year Waiving of Charges for Residential and Non-Residential Development; 

AND WHEREAS Council is desirous of further amending By-law 6131/97/14 for 
the purpose of waiving Development Charges In the City of Port Col borne for residential 
and non-residential development for a period of one year; 

AND WHEREAS Council has declared that no further public meeting is required 
under the Act prior to the adoption of the above noted amendment; 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF 
PORT COLBORNE ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. That Section 3.11 (b ), is hereby amended by replacing the existing policy with the 
following:

WHEREAS Section 5(1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, provides that the powers 
of a municipality shall be exercised by its council; 

AND WHEREAS Section 5(3) of the Municipal Act, 2001 provides that a 
municipal power, including a municipality's capacity rights, powers and privileges 
under section 9, shall be exercised by by-law unless the municipality is specifically 
authorized to do otherwise;

effect upon the passing hereof except where the approval of the Ontario 
Municipal Board is required, in which case the effective date shall be the day 
after the approval of the Ontario Municipal Board is obtained or such other day 
as the Ontario Municipal Board may order; and further 

2. That the Mayor and Clerk are authorized to execute any documents required 
on behalf of the City and affix the corporate seal of the City and the Mayor and 
Clerk, and such other persons as the action directs, are authorized and 
directed to take the necessary steps to implement the action.

5. Public Hearing Under the Development Charges Act: 

(a) Planning and Development, Planning Division, Report No. 2017-120, 
Subject: Public Hearing Report - Proposed Amendment to 
Development Charges By-law 6131 /97 /14: One-year Waiving of Charges 
for Residential and Non-Residential Uses 

(i) Purpose of Meeting: 
Dan Aquilina advised that the purpose of the meeting, pursuant to 
Section 12 of the Development Charges Act, is to present the 
proposed amendment to the City's Development Charges By-law 
6131 /97/14. Mr. Aquilina outlined the background pertaining to the 
proposed amendment and informed that Council approved a by-law to 
waive Development Charges on all development in the City until 
September 8, 2017. 
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(ii} Method of Notice: 
Mr. Aquilina advised that Notice of the Public Meeting was 
administered in accordance with Section 12 of the Development 
Charges Act R.S.O., 1997 and the Notice of Public Meeting was 
published in Niagara This Week (Leader) on May 11, 2017. 

(iii} Explanation of Procedure to be Followed: 
Mr. Aquilina advised that the procedure to be followed would be to 
present Department of Planning & Development Report No. 2017-120, 
to hear any comments from Council to staff, to open the meeting to the 
public for comments and questions, to announce the requirements 
under the Development Charges Act for written notice of passage of 
the proposed by-law amendment, and to provide a brief explanation of 
future meetings regarding the application. 

(iv} Presentation of Proposed Amendment to Development Charges 
By-law 
Mr. Aquilina provided a PowerPoint presentation that outlined what the 
charges would be if not presently exempted for residential and all non­
residential development (a copy of the presentation is attached). Mr. 
Aquilina outlined the amount of exempted charges for each year since 
2014, being the first year of providing the exemption. Mr. Aquilina 
outlined the financial incentives of all Community Improvement Plans 
pertaining to development charges. Mr. Aquilina highlighted the 
positive impacts observed since the exemption began, as outlined in 
the report by the Economic Development Officer. Mr. Aquilina advised 
that letters of support for continued exemption were received from the 
Port Colborne-Wainfleet Chamber of Commerce and the Niagara 
Home Builders' Association (a copy of the letters is attached). 

Mr. Aquilina then read the following cautionary statement into the 
record: 

"Any person or organization may appeal a development charge by-law 
to the Ontario Municipal Board by filing with the Clerk of the 
municipality on or before the last day for appealing the by-law a notice 
of appeal setting out the objection to the by-law and the reasons 
supporting the objection." 

(v} Question of Clarification to Planning Staff: 
Councillor Butters enquired about the loss of Development Charges 
and how much has been gained in residential taxes and new jobs 
created. Mr. Aquilina advised that he would include this information in 
the recommendation report, including building permit revenue 
collected since the first exemption was approved in 2014. 

(vi) Oral Presentations and/or Questions from the Public: 
Hugo Chesshire, Policy and Government Relation Manager, Greater 
Niagara Chamber of Commerce was in attendance and spoke in 
support of the one-year exemption of development charges 
particularity as the Niagara Region is looking to increase their charges. 

(vii) Announcement Respecting Written Notice of Passage of the By­
law Amendment: 
Mr. Aquilina advised that if anyone wishes "to be notified of the 
approval of the by-law amendment, they must make a written request 
to the Cieri<." 

(viii) Explanation of Future Meetings 
Mr. Aquilina advised that this concludes the Public Hearing under the 
Development Charges Act. Mr. Aquilina informed that staff will 
prepare a recommendation report for Council and the proposed by-law 
amendment will be placed on the agenda of the next Council meeting.

RE: Proposed Waiver of Municipal Development Charges 

The Niagara Home Builders' Association represents builders, developers, suppliers, contractors 

and other professionals throughout the Niagara Peninsula. The NHBA also represents the 

interests of the new home purchaser who is largely unaware of the implications various 

government imposed regulations, policies1 and taxations have on their ability to afford a new 

home. 

Development Charges are just one of those taxes that are ultimately borne by the consumer1 

directly impacting the cost of housing. Aside from the issue of fairness, the erosion of housing 

affordability can gentrify communities and increase the need for subsidized housing. Prohibitive 

housing costs also contribute to Ontario's record household debt levels, cost of living 

challenges, and economic susceptibility to market fluctuations. 

Notwithstanding the need for infrastructure investments to facilitate growth, DC's are punitive 

to new home purchasers. New home purchasers already pay for 100% of the infrastructure in 

their own subdivisions; DC's meant to finance offslte infrastructure that will benefit the whole 

community for decades should be funded over time by the general levy. 

The NHBA is pleased to see that in recent years people have discovered the value and quality of 

life Port Colborne has to offer. The relative affordability of housing in Niagara has attracted 

purchasers from the Greater Toronto/Hamilton Area, and that value proposition would be 

weakened by the decision to collect DC's from these purchasers. 

Accordingly, NHBA supports the deferral of DC revenue for at least one additional year. The 

NHBA commends the City of Port Colborne for recognizing that DC's can be an impediment to 

growth. Moreover, we acknowledge the leadership of Council to prioritize the long-term 

benefits of assessment growth over the short-term benefit of DC revenue.

Discussion also took place with respect to concerns about the crossing at Catharine and 
Clarence Streets. Ron advised that staff is looking into options including a type of 
pedestrian crossing called a crossover. Ron noted that if a crossover is installed it will 
require a period of public education. Recommendation will be presented to Council for 
consideration (no time-line noted).
