BY-LAW NO.

BEING A BY-LAW TO ADOPT, RATIFY AND CONFIRM
THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE COUNCIL OF THE
CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF PORT COLBORNE AT
ITS SPECIAL AND REGULAR MEETINGS OF JANUARY 23, 2017

WHEREAS Section 5(1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, provides that the powers
of a municipality shall be exercised by its council;

AND WHEREAS Section 5(3) of the Municipal Act, 2001 provides that a
municipal power, including a municipality's capacity rights, powers and privileges
under section 9, shall be exercised by by-law unless the municipality is specifically
authorized to do otherwise;

AND WHEREAS it is deemed expedient that the proceedings of the Council of
The Corporation of the City of Port Colborne be confirmed and adopted by by-law;

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY
OF PORT COLBORNE ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. Every action of the Council of The Corporation of the City of Port Colborne
taken at its Special and Regular Meetings of January 23, 2017 upon which a
vote was taken and passed whether a resolution, recommendations, adoption
by reference, or other means, is hereby enacted as a by-law of the City to take
effect upon the passing hereof except where the approval of the Ontario
Municipal Board is required, in which case the effective date shall be the day
after the approval of the Ontario Municipal Board is obtained or such other day
as the Ontario Municipal Board may order; and further

2. That the Mayor and Clerk are authorized to execute any documents required
on behalf of the City and affix the corporate seal of the City and the Mayor and
Clerk, and such other persons as the action directs, are authorized and
directed to take the necessary steps to implement the action.

Over
half of the circulation of microfilm reels is by the Wilson Archives staff members who
borrow the reels for use in the Archives for specialized historical research. The Director
recommended that the collection be moved (with cabinets) to the Archives building. The
library would continue to purchase and catalogue the collection with a location code of
“Archives”. The collection would get more use if housed in the Archives building and
Library patrons could be directed to that facility. Archives staff would collect and report
usage information for the library’s circulation statistics.
